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Dear readers,

This third edition of the statistical yearbook, like the first and second editions, published by the
Ministry of Higher Education, provides stakeholders, decision-makers and technical partners with a
wealth of information required for decision making and especially a better implementation of the
three year (2014-2017) action plan mainly aimed at a fundamental reform of the sector of Higher
™S Fducation and Scientific Research.

Within this framework, several actions have been initiated involving the structural set up of our
system of higher education as well as institutional anchoring, governance, organization and
functioning of higher education studies.

The University of Nouakchott and the University of Sciences, Technology and Medicine were
grouped to form a single university (University AL ASRIYA of Nouakchott) in line with international
standards. The engineering program has been improved thanks to the creation of the Preparatory Institute for Engineering Schools (IPGEI)
and the reform of the Higher Polytechnic College (ESP) grouping together the EMiM and the ENTP schools.

The Higher Institute of Building Trades, Public Works and Urban Planning (ISMBTPU) of Aleg fills a crucial need in the training of highly
qualified Advanced Technicians in this sector. The Higher Institute of English (ISA) will enrich our higher education system with a top-notch
training in English delivered by British and Mauritanian teachers. This institute will offer a Licence training program accredited by the
University of Cambridge and will provide an in-service training program open to all the executives of the armed and security forces and of the
general administration.

The new statutes of the teacher-researchers and the teaching technologists have helped to reduce the teaching staff deficit from 250 to
137. In this regard, 75 teacher-researchers or teaching technologists have been recruited for the 2017-2018 academic year following a
rigorous and transparent selection procedure.

A new venture has started for our country's higher education training with the provision, for the first time, of the opportunity for 200 Stream C
baccalaureate holders (2016-2017) and 159 Stream C baccalaureate holders (2017-2018) to receive training in preparatory classes of
engineering schools on the national territory. The number of first year students at the IPGEl was 120 and 114 for the academic years 2016-
2017 and 2017-2018 respectively. With regard to the training of advanced technicians, the number of baccalaureate holders oriented to the
ISMBTPU of Aleg was 88 in 2016-2017 and 110in 2017-2018 respectively.

This innovation has begun to yield results: 36 candidates among the IPGEI students have been successful in the examinations organized for
the access to Engineering schools in Morocco, Tunisia and France in 2017.

Following the creation of the High Council for Scientific Research and Innovation (HCRSI) and the Mauritanian Authority for the Quality
Assurance of Higher Education and Scientific Research (AMAQ-ES), the feasibility study and the setting up of a "National Agency for Scientific
Research and Innovation (ANRSI)" is already fairly advanced.

With respect to infrastructures, the university campus with a capacity of 2540 beds has been fully equipped. Its turnover has been undertaken
and it will be put into operation in the academic year 2017-2018. Construction works are underway for the rest of the university complex, the
premises of the ISPLTI in Nouadhibou and those of the building trades for the ISMBTPU in Aleg.

The calculation of indicators for the academic years 2014-2015 and 2015-2016 has been recorded in two dashboards for these two years
revealing the strengths and weaknesses of our higher education system. The first English versions of the statistical yearbooks and
dashboards will be available in 2018, incha Allah.

In order to better plan the higher education policy over the coming years with a view to secure a successful development of the sub-sector, as
well as ensure a better skills matching with the needs of the labor market in our country, our department is working at finalizing a “diagnosis
of the sector of Higher Education and Scientific Research" and a financial simulation model in collaboration with the Dakar Pole of the
UNESCO International Institute for Educational Planning (UNESCO/IIEP/PDK).

The International Standard Classification of Education (ISCE) is the framework use
to collect, compile and analyatatistics  on education which are internationally
comparable. The ISCE is part of the United Nations International Family of
Economic and Social Classifications and serves as a reference for the organization of
educational programs and related certifications by levels and fields of study.

The ISCE was initially developed in the mid-1970s by the United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) and revised on two
occasions, the last time being in 2011. The ISCE is the results of an international
agreement and was officially adopted by the general conference of the UNESCO
member states.

The aim of the latest ISCE 2011 revision was mainly to modify the levels of the
study programs (ISCE-P) and present for the first time a classification of the levels
of education reached in accordance with the certifications (ISCE-A).

During the process leading to the 2011 revision, it was decided that the fields of
study would be subject of a separate review process of the potential revisions of the
levels of studies and education reached in order to create an independent but related
classification which could be updated at a different frequency, if necessary. The
classification of the levels and fields remain in the same family of classifications. This
is why this new classification will be called « fields of study and training of theISCE
» (ISCE-F).
